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Pedestrian zones: Cycling in
pedestrian zones is prohibited,
excepting areas with this addi-
tional sign.
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@ Cycling on pavements is generally pro-
hibited. An exception applies to children:
children under the age of 8 years must
use the pavement, children under the age
of 10 years may cycle on the pavement.
A cyclist accompanying a child is allowed
to use the pavement. The minimum age
of the accompanying person is 16 years.

Cycle responsibly!

@ It is prohibited to cycle when under

the influence of alcohol or drugs.

@ Maintain your distance from parked

vehicles as doors can be hazardous
when being opened.

Even if you have the right of way
(Vorfahrt) — be aware of vehicles
turning left or right! Be prepared to
stop! Has the driver seen you? — If in
doubt, stop.

Use hand signaling clearly and timely
when

* turning,

* overtaking,

* changing lanes,

* entering/exiting flowing traffic

Use eye contact to ensure the driver
is aware of you!
Wear a helmet to avoid serious injury.
